The next page will look
in the $ _SESSION array, and if the logon data is not there it will automatically send you back to
the logon screen with the message "You must log in to access this system". The fact that you are
getting this message means that the post-logon process is not reading the $ SESSION data. |
had a similar situation recently, and | tracked it down to the fact that my browser settings
disallowed all cookies, even temporary cookies, for that domain. This meant that the session_id
created in the logon process was not being passed to the post-logon process, which in turn meant
that it could not read the session data associatewd with that session_id. | changed my browser
settings and the problem was solved.
